For it is with the sacred
Chrism consecrated by the archbishop that the newly
baptized are anointed and those to be confirmed are
signed. It is with the Oil of Catechumens that
catechumens are prepared and disposed for Baptism.
Finally, it is with the Oil of the Sick that those who are
ill are comforted in their infirmity. We give thanks and
pray for all of our spiritual shepherds as well as those
who will receive the Holy Oils over the coming year.
